Locating an ethnography 

 

1.  Start with the Cannell Library Book Catalog 

a. Type in Keyword search: “case studies” and “cultural anthropology” 

b. Click the title of the first book in the list of results. 

c. Click on “case studies in cultural anthropology” 

d. Click on “case studies in cultural anthropology” (again) 

e. Cannell Library owns 51 of these. At the Central Park campus these books are located on

Is a book you want unavailable?   Select Repeat in Summit.

    If a book is available, it will be sent to Cannell Library within 3 working days.

When you find a book you 

like, look at the Subject terms 

for variations (ethnonyms) of 

the group’s name. 

If the book is Available, to have it sent to 

CTC, Click Request, fill in your 

information, and select “CTC Information 

Commons” from the drop-down menu.
