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Clark College Transfer Report 2006-07
Executive Summary

Opverall, 433 (61%) of 705 associate degree graduates transferred to a four-year institution
within one year.

Overall, 239 (38%) of the 624 leavers transferred to a four-year institution within one year.

Of 1,329 transfer-ready students (graduates and leavers combined), 672 (51%) enrolled at a
four-year institution within one year.

The most important factor influencing whether or not a student transfers appears to be
whether or not the student earned his or her degree. For all groups, students who graduated
with their associate degree were more likely to transfer to a four-year college within one year
than those who did not.



Section 1: Associate Degree Graduates

Overall, 433 (61%) of 705 graduates who graduated from Clark College with an Associate of Arts or
Associate of Science degree during the 2006-07 academic year transferred to a four-year institution
within one year. Students of Color transferred at a higher rate than White students. Males
transferred at a higher rate than females. Native students, students who did not transfer credits to
Clark College, transferred at a lower rate than non-native students.

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Section 2: Transfer-ready Leavers

Transfer-ready leavers are students who have earned 45 or more college-level credits at Clark
College, have a 2.0 GPA in those courses, declared an intent to transfer, and attended Clark during
the 2005-06 academic year but not during the 2006-07 academic year. Overall, 38 percent, or 239
of the 624 leavers transferred to a four-year institution within one year. Again, males were more
likely than females to transfer, and leavers of Color transferred at a higher rate than White leavers.

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Section 3: Graduate and Transfer-ready Leavers

Overall, 672 (51%) of 1,329 students transferred to a four-year institution within one year. Students
of Color transferred at a higher rate than White students. Students who were native to Clark College
were less likely to transfer than those who were not. Students who were under 25 had a higher
transfer rate than students who were 25 and over.

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Section 4: Methodology

A file with the names and date of birth of the 1,329 students who fit the selection criterion were
submitted to the National Student Clearinghouse in June 2008. These students fit into one of two
categories: graduates, who had earned their associate degree during the 2006-07 school year, and
Transfer-Ready Leavers, who had earned a 2.0 college-level GPA in 45 or more college-level credits
within three years of leaving, and did not attend classes during 2007-08.

Students included in this report may have transferred directly to a four-year institution, or they may
have taken some courses at a two-year institution prior to enrollment in a four-year institution, or
concurrently with their enrollment in a four-year institution.
