The GED Tests are designed to measure 

your  proficiency in basic high school 

subject areas. The GED test battery in-

cludes the following exams: 

 

*Writing 120 minutes 

*Reading  65 minutes 

*Math 90 minutes 

*Social Studies 70 minutes 

*Science 80 minutes 

 

A minimum of 410/800 is required to 

pass each individual test. An overall aver-

age of 450 is required to complete the 

GED. 

 

Examinees can retest in each subject area 

twice per year. Retests are $15/subject 

and must be paid for before scheduling.
