

Important Changes to PIN Registration and Advising Procedures Beginning Fall 2010

Clark College is implementing a new PIN (Personal Identification Number) registration procedure.  This will help students register more easily, and allow time to prepare educational plans for future quarters. Clark College has developed the following system to replace the old PIN registration system.
	All students, regardless of how many credits they take, will use their date of birth as their registration PIN except at the following times:

· New students to Clark College

· 24-30 cumulative credits earned at Clark
· 54-60 cumulative credits earned at Clark
· 94-100 cumulative credits earned at Clark
· 114-120 cumulative credits earned at Clark
· 134-140 cumulative credits earned at Clark
· 154-160 cumulative credits earned at Clark
· 180+ cumulative credits earned (each quarter until degree or certificate completion)


When students fall into one of the above categories, they will be required to obtain a random registration PIN from an advisor to ensure students are taking the correct classes for their program.  You will be blocked from registration until you meet with an advisor and obtain your random registration PIN.
When needing to meet with an advisor to obtain your random registration PIN, you will be contacted through student email.   PINs will be available during the fourth week of the quarter to provide students as much time as possible to meet with an advisor, obtain their PIN, and complete an educational plan.  How does this benefit students?
· Students are not required to obtain a random registration PIN every quarter
· PIN’s are available earlier in the quarter to give students more time to receive them, create educational plans, and be prepared to register for classes when their access time begins
· No more distinction between part-time and full-time students
· The new procedure puts checks in place to assure students are progressing in their chosen program, without requiring them to obtain a random registration PIN every quarter
