Former Bank of Clark County borrowers now in foreclosure 
Warren Edgley stood unnoticed outside the Clark County Public Service Center today 
as the money men under the gazebo worked their quick deal. Within minutes, the 
Vancouver property that Edgley had hoped to develop into a 45-unit subdivision with 
fellow developer Lynn Wiley was out of his hands, going for a bid of $1 million, less 
than one-third of what they still owed on an ill-fated development loan. The trustee's 
sale closed one bitter chapter for Edgley and Wiley, who had obtained their loan from 
the now-defunct Bank of Clark County. Now they worry that the investment firm Rialto 
Capital, a subsidiary of the mega-housing development firm Lennar Inc., may sue 
them for what is called deficiency  - the difference between what they obtained from 
the property sale and the amount owed on the loan and related fees. For more, read 
Saturday's Columbian.  

More silver screens set to light up for local movie fanatics 
From high class to low cost, Clark County's movie-going options will expand this year. 
Twenty-six silver screens are expected to open here in 2011. Two historic venues, the 
two-screen Liberty Theatre in Camas and the single-screen Kiggins Theater in 
downtown Vancouver, will reopen. And luxury-theater operator Cinetopia plans to 
open a 23-screen venue at Vancouver's mall in November. Combined, that's about 45 
percent more movie-going opportunities for Clark County residents, who have a lot of 
options vying for their limited entertainment dollars. The expansion comes on the 
heels of a tough year for the theater industry. Nationwide ticket sales in 2010 were 
down 5 percent from the previous year. Whether these new theaters thrive depends 
on more than movies. Theater operators know they have to offer something special to 
draw viewers.

Interest in Vancouver cold brew coffee maker is heating up 
Hourglass Coffee, a young Vancouver company with a patented coffee maker that 
brews without heat or electricity, is one of six finalists competing for investment 
funding from the Oregon Entrepreneurs Network. In the past two years, Hourglass has 
sold about 11,000 of its coffee makers at specialty shops and online. The company 
was named as a finalist for the entrepreneur network's Angel Oregon investment prize, 
which is available to companies based in Oregon and Southwest Washington. The 
prize is in the range of $175,000, and Hourglass is trying to raise $480,000 to expand 
its inventory and tap a larger consumer market. Exactly how much is awarded will 
depend on the angel investors who fund the prize.
