Office of Instruction Updates
Cathy Sherick reported on the following:

The Fall Training for Chairs & Co Chairs took place Tuesday September 15. Tim Cook and President Knight shared a few words of encouragement and gratitude for the work of all advisory members. The PowerPoint used in the training will be posted on the Advisory Web page, go to http://www.clark.edu/advisory
Ethics Training. This is required by The SBCTC and the State of WA for all public employees, elected and appointed officials. Office of Instruction will get to members who are not in attendance to take the training and provide documentation. 
Perkins & Worker Retraining Grants 

· Perkins will be reviewed to ensure Clark is utilizing the funds in the most effective ways. 
2015-16 Worker Retraining $1,018,073 and 2015-16 Perkins $607,288
· Grant funds are allocated on Full Time Equivalents (FTE’s) 

· Leadership and Block grants BEAM $16,000 Grant: Lucia Worthington, Business, Entrepreneur, Accounting and Management (BEAM) club for the business department

Innovation Grant $3000: Marcia Roi of the Addiction Counselor Education, utilized funding to combine recruitment of veterans with the annual Hands across the Bridge event

The Academic Plan is under development and will be presented to the Board of Trustees in winter term, once adopted it will be available on the web site.

Bachelor in Applied Management (BAS). The second four year degree program at Clark, (the first was in Dental Hygiene), is in second phase of approvals. Slated to open for students fall of 2016. 

Advisory Committee Composition is a great place for us to engage folks from the community. While our current student body is 58% from non-dominate populations, our advisory committees are generally not as diverse. Diversity will help Clark ensure training needs of all students are met.

Director/Division Chair Report
Jim outlined the budget reduction proposal announcing that ACED program is slated to be cut. Staff is trying to make a case to keep the program active. Dean Miles Jackson gave an overview of reduction process, saying that the college needs to cut over $2M from their operating budget. Should this program be in the final proposal, the program would have a teach-out and not be complete until spring 2017. There will be further considerations before the final budget proposal is made. Rationale was discussed and members gave info on the impact closing the program would have on the community.  
Work Plan
The work plan was reviewed. Some highlights follow:

Explore adding a recruitment & retention specialist. Changed to “on hold”.
WACASE Consortium.  Dr. Roi is currently writing an Access to Recovery Grant. Also writing the curriculum for _Recovery Coach______ recovery credential. There is a Recovery Alliance WACASE Consortium meeting October 22 & 23, and a WACASE meeting on October 23rd. Dr. Roi will be at both meetings to meet with WACASE. She is planning to have a draft of the grant with her to share at the meetings. 
Explore Baccalaureate degree and/or articulation agreement with other colleges for BAS. Dr. Roi spoke with City University, they are ecstatic. They are enthusiastic about working with us to develop an articulation agreement. Something about too vocational. We are currently trading info between schools. If we can fill a class with 6 or more, they may offer some of their classes here at Clark at about $320/credit for lower division courses. Upper division course run $412—it’s very expensive. Pell Grants may offset some of the cost. All they need is six students to have a class; we need 17. 
Marketing the Program. NW Rrecovery Project: Less attended than in years past however Jim and Dr Roi got an opportunity to meet with students and to see some outside agencies here at Clark. Dr. Roi mentioned that the recovery community is becoming more and more organized in Clark County with the new Recovery Café and a new Recovery coalition. Lifeline is having an alumni event in February 2016. Lynette asked if we can change the way we report completers. Dr. Roi said that she and Miles have been talking about having a certificate within the AA degree so that students who complete the major are recognized as completers. there can be completers taking less classes.
