The meeting was called to order at 6:05 PM by Ms. Carol Courtney, Committee Chair with introductions.

Review of the Minutes of the Previous Meeting:
A motion was made to approve the minutes as written.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

Advisory Business:

Ms. Dedra Daehn reviewed the Work Plan to update any new projects and moving completed items off the plan.  Ms. Daehn announced that she will update the draft as discussed today and send the draft on to Professor Clausen for his approval and have it ready for discussion at the fall meeting.
Professor Clausen talked a little about the capstone class.  He said Professor Elhart will talk about what she is planning later with the enhanced coding classes to match the Shoreline College.  

Professor Clausen also said the separate units are developing their equipment plan and many of the committees put that on the Work Plan.  He also said the Business Medical Office Technology Program and curricula could be added to the Work Plan.  Professor Clausen distributed the details to the Business-Medical Office Technology program and asked the members to review this handout at their leisure.  He also said Medical Transcription is no longer offered in the program.
Limited Entry and Sequencing of Courses:  

Dean Howard talked about how having limited entry and sequencing of courses would allow the college to see how many students are in the program at any given time.

Health Informatics Capstone Class: 

Professor Elhart said that this was being offered as a somewhat of an experimental 280 class.  Professor Clausen said that he will be sending students to the directive practices class.
Plans for Redacted Medical Records:  

Professor Clausen said that 24 BMED students will go through Redacting project at PeaceHealth.  Mark Gaither showed the electronic health records the students would be working with.  

Health Informatics Articulation with Shoreline Community College:

Professor Clausen said the health informatics program offered at Shoreline is all on-line so the students do not have to travel to Shoreline from Clark College.  Clark has a guarantee of five student slots from Shoreline.  Professor Clausen said that employment opportunities were also available in the Shoreline district.  

Professor Clausen suggested anyone interested in the Southwest Washington Regional Health Alliance talk to Mark Gaither to get more information.

He also said many of the hospitals and clinics are merging together and many of the electronic records allow patients to check their own charts. 

Work Plan:

Ms. Carol Courtney said at the last meeting she and the committee had no clue what was necessary for the work plan nor what the purpose was for the work plan.  Dean Howard took a few minutes to explain the purpose of the work plan.
