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Meeting was called to order at 6:08 PM by Mr. Jason Timm, Committee Chair.

Review of the Minutes of the Previous Meeting:

At the bottom of Page 3, Paragraph G, “Web Design and Development Degree” should read “Web Design Certificate”.  A motion was made to approve the minutes with the one correction.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

Advisory Business:

Ms. Dedra Daehn said the Department of Planning and Effectiveness published their report on surveys of graduates of various CTE programs.  The CDEV survey results are posted on the CDEV Advisory Website.  

Work Plan 

Ms. Daehn discussed items they want to add to the Work Plan.  Professor Hughes said items on the current Work Plan have not been updated since February 2011.  He said the first item on the Plan should be updated.  Ms. Daehn will work during summer quarter with Professor Hughes to update all the items on the 2012-2013 Work Plan.  Hughes also reviewed the three goals of the department for 2011-12: Foster Industry Partnerships, Identify and Develop New Opportunities, and Work towards an active and growing enrollment 

CTEC 124 VB Revision and Online Version:

Professor Robert Hughes reminded the committee of the discussion in the March advisory meeting where the CTEC department’s mission to offer programming courses for the new Clark Health Informatics program was discussed. Professor Mark Smith gave a presentation where he showed the results of his recent online delivery revision of CTEC 124, Visual Basic .Net which will be offered in winter 2013 which would no longer require the prerequisite of CTEC 121, Introduction to Programming and Problem Solving of Math 095. 

Professor Smith explained there were multiple benefits to his CTEC 124 revision.  

 Online delivery should result in better enrollment for a course that has been historically hard to fill. It meets needs of Health Informatics (HIT). It might serve as a possible WSUV transfer course option as well as a new possible computational option for the AA, AAS, and AAT degrees.  It will pave the way for similar online delivery of other HIT courses CTEC 242 (VB .Net II) & CTEC 282 (Programming with SQL). And it will allow Clark students an additional pathway to explore computer programming foundations.  This change will require approval process with IPT and Curriculum Committee and is required to have advisory committee approval to proceed.  

A motion was made to bring the class forward with the pre-requisite change.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved. 

Discussion on MS-related Curricula or Revived SSD Curricula
Professor Hughes also reviewed a discussion from the March meeting about the viability of taking another look at the retired Software Solution Development curricula and the possibility of creating offerings for training in the Microsoft Enterprise development. An informal discussion by the advisory of this meeting concluded that this was an area worth exploring.  
Web Development Curricula Study
Professor Hughes reported on Professor Smith’s efforts in surveying web development curriculum programs. He reviewed curricula from several hundred colleges focusing on 
Washington, Western Oregon, the San Francisco Bay Area, Eastern Canada, Boston, and New York. He identified nine programs in eight colleges worthy of close consideration. 
The most compelling programs were modeled with emphasis on both server side and client side skills. Other foundational and supplement skills in the programs varied greatly (Analytics, SEO, UX, ecommerce, WordPress)

Report on Web Developer Occupations and Job Market:

Adjunct instructor Lorelle VanFossen reported on her random survey of 105 job descriptions of web designer, web developer, front-end developer, back-end developer, social media, and other related fields.  She focused on open market jobs (online national and local staffing resources) plus in person interviews with local tech/web staffing agencies. She determined that fundamental web skills in today’s market consist of HTML, CSS, JavaScript, PHP, SQL, API development, server skills and user experience skills. Multimedia, HTML 5 and CSS3 were indicated as having future demand. WordPress rated highest as an in-demand web development platform.  She also identified a list of skills that were not addressed in the Clark curricula.

Instructor VanFossen stated that positions in today’s job market tend to be divided into front-end and back-end web development areas and that Web and interactive designers as well as freelance developers and designers. She concluded that the survey showed that blurring lines between the job descriptions of designer and developer, and front-end and back-end skill sets. She recommends that this data be used as a roadmap to assist Clark in creating a well-rounded degree program for the two-year student that provides skills for both a career foundation and an opportunity for specialization.

Update on Web Development Curricula Project
Professor Hughes, Instructor VanFossen, and Computer Graphics Technology Professor Kristl Plinz presented the latest iteration of a potential Web Development Curriculum for Clark. They showed how the new curriculum would feature two courses in WordPress,  have additional offerings that would feature both front end and back end development,  expand the credits devoted to HTML and user experience design and stress practical work experience with an internship requirement.
