Committee Chair Nick Benson called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m. and proceeded with introductions. 
Review of the Minutes of the Previous Meeting
Because a quorum was not met at the previous meeting, two sets of meeting minutes needed to be voted on. The November 1, 2012 and June 13, 2013 minutes were both voted upon and approved.  

Office of Instruction update
Director of Academic Service, Dedra Daehn, spoke about the 2013-14 Perkins Grant funding. She said the college has been awarded $648K in Perkins funding for 2013-14. She explained that this is federal funding that comes from the state and supports Clark’s career and technical programs. The primary focus of using these funds is to prepare students for the workplace, help them improve their technical skills as well as their academic skills. Dedra said there is about $27K available for professional, career and curriculum development and other projects and to let her know if these funds are needed. 

Dedra then told the committee about another source of funding available to Clark College, the Worker Retraining funds also received from the state. The amount of money awarded for 2013-14 was over $1,000,000. This funding is used to support and provide education, training, and career services for dislocated and unemployed workers. Dedra said students coming in to Clark who have been laid off or dislocated may be eligible for financial aid and other monetary support because of the Worker Retraining program. These monies can also support some of Clark’s adjunct faculty salaries and equipment needs. 

Lastly, Dedra reported that Clark College is implementing a new Credit for Prior Learning program. This past spring a policy was adopted for this program. Students who have had previous experience may be able to convert that experience into credits towards their degree. There will be four assessment methods offered:  1) Credit for military experience using American Council of Education (ACE) guidelines, 2) Course challenge, 3) College Level Examination Program (CLEP) and 4) Crosswalks for certifications and training that line up with current courses. The assessments will be coordinated by the American Counsel of Education (ACE). In each of the four assessment methods, students must demonstrate proficiency in the outcomes for the course in which credit will be awarded.  The Credit for Prior Learning program is being implemented during 2013-14 and is anticipating students to be able to participate in late spring or summer 2014.
New Business

Bob Hughes displayed a “Course Action Request” to the committee and explained that he wants to make the following change:  Regarding the course CGT 205, Web Design: He wants to change the prerequisite FROM: “prerequisite: A “C” or better in CTEC 122 HTML Fundamentals,” TO:  “Prerequisite: A grade of “C” or better in CTEC 122 HTML Fundamentals and CTEC 160 WordPress I or a grade of C or better in CTEC 122 HTML Fundamentals and concurrent enrollment in CTEC 160.” A motion was made to make this prerequisite change. The motion was seconded and unanimously carried.
Work Plan
Facilities & Equipment:

iMacs. CGT Department Head Kristl Plinz reported the new iMacs for classrooms & open labs are here! They’ll be installed in December and be ready for winter quarter.

State Board for Community Technical Colleges (SBCTC) and Adobe Creative Cloud (Adobe CC) licensing agreement (WTR14). Kristl told the committee that they had to cancel the PO for the Adobe CC because of the Adobe and SBCTC agreement made in August. There was a campus agreement to use funds from CGT and the Art Department, however, in the process, it became clear that it wasn’t appropriate to use student fees to deploy Adobe across campus. She said they still need to deploy 83 licenses. She said in the future she will use Andersen grant funds for software upgrades. Kristl said she still might need to use Anderson funds and there is still some time to request the funds.

Instructional Quality & Assessment: 

CGT 214 Professional Practices assessment. Kristl showed where the students were at graduation and where they wanted to go, i.e. WSU (4 year), a start-up business, or go into professional practice. She said there has been a huge wave of Web Design graduates. She gave the committee an overview of all the graduating students.  

Kristl next told the committee that she took the students on many field trips, including Pipe & Tabor Studio and Anvil in Portland to look at media strategies, Formations Design Group. She said that Jeff Hollett came to speak to the students. 
ART 215 Portfolio samples of 2013 graduates. Chris Martin showed samples of student portfolios. He said the students who produced the videos had a wide range of talent. He showed a one-minute silent film one student did using Premier. The video productions ranged from silent movies to a dialog sequence. He then showed another called, “Craig’s Smile.” This was documentary style. The committee enjoyed both videos. 
Industry & Real-world Learning Experiences: 

Internships: Past, Present, Future. Kristl told the committee she wants to redevelop the Intern Scholarship Fund again. She told them the background of the scholarship. She said that in 2010, the Portland Litho Club donated $8,000 to set up an intern scholarship fund. Ten inter scholarships were awarded. The funds were expended in 2013. In spring 2013, Micheal Downs offered $5,000 for a new intern scholarship but unfortunately, Kristl said, it was not feasible because of the timeline. She told the committee she’d like to develop a new funding campaign strategy. She asked the committee members to think about ways to raise money for this. She also asked the committee for ideas on intern sites, field trips sites, guest speakers and teachers for advanced web design. 

Vision 2020. Kristl reported that Clark College is putting together a 2015-2020 strategic plan. She showed the mission statement of the college. She said the CGT program needs a mission statement. 
Next, Dedra took the committee through a process of putting together a vision. Her demonstration included putting thoughts on the board and then said they would figure out their “purpose” and then the “mission” of the program based on the ideas on the board.  

Next Meeting Date:

After Dedra’s presentation, the committee agreed that the next meeting will be Thursday, February 20, 2014 at 6 pm.
