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Director of Academic Services

Mike Harden called the meeting to order at 6:08 pm and proceeded with introductions.

Review of the Minutes of the Previous Meeting:
After reviewing the minutes, a motion was made to approve the minutes as written. The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

Open Issues:

Advisory Committee Business: Director of Academic Services Dedra Daehn reported that the annual follow‐up of students in the Career and Technical programs has been completed by the Office of Planning and Effectiveness. The purpose of the report is to collect student’s feedback about the college and their specific career and technical program to support continuous improvement efforts. This survey is the only way to provide consistent data at the college and department level regarding student employment and wage ranges. Only 1 student responded from the CGT program. While this is not representative of the entire department or students thereof, the information we can provide without violating student anonymity may provide indicators of what to look at more carefully for program review and outcomes assessment activities.
Work Plan:

Ms. Daehn reviewed the 2011-2012 Work Plan. CGT Department Head Kristl Plinz said the objectives were on schedule with most completed. 

New Business:

Curriculum: Web and Graphic Design programs. Ms. Plinz stated that CGT 100 and CGT 200 Graphic Design Technology classes are being replaced by CGT 101 Photoshop, CGT 102 Illustrator, and CGT 103 InDesign . The reason for this is that the students had difficulty learning the three core Adobe software programs in one integrated course. Ms. Plinz said the department is going back to teaching the Adobe software in three independent classes, for more focused, extended learning. A motion was made to approve this change. The motion was seconded and unanimously approved. 

Curriculum: Web Design and Development Degree. CTEC Department Head Robert Hughes presented proposed changes to the CTEC courses in the WDD degree. His presentation included research such as web industry trends, job descriptions, job market, and skill standards. The committee provided their feedback and suggestions. The final draft of this revised degree will be presented for the committee’s approval at the fall 2012 CGT advisory meeting. 
Facilities & Equipment. The department purchased three new video cameras to replace old technology. With Tech Fee funding, the department was able to purchase NetOp instructional software and three high-res projection systems for the Mac labs. In addition, the AA4 118 facility remodel will be completed this summer.
Instructional: Ms. Plinz was able to place the final student co-ops with the remaining Portand Litho Intern-Scholarship funds. The funds are now depleted. Ms. Plinz asked the committee to think of ways to replenish the  fund. This will be a key action goal on the 2012-13 Work Plan. 

Marketing. The CGT 100 students designed posters to promote the CGT programs. Ms. Plinz showed the top five designs and the committee provided feedback and chose their top two.
