Director/Division Chair Report

Dental Hygiene remodel. Dental Hygiene Director, Brenda Walstead reported that the remodel is underway. Should everything go as expected, groundbreaking will take place early August. The Dental Hygiene schedule will have to be revised to support the construction. She went on to explain the schedule change process. Scheduled completion is two years. 
Brenda asked the committee for their support with new ultrasonic scaler systems. It will be a $1,160 cost savings per student if grant is approved. Brenda and her staff have been working on an application for Foundation grant funds to purchase ultrasonic scaler units to the new dental delivery systems. After some discussion, the advisory committee voted unanimously to support the inclusion of factory-installed Cavitron units with 3 prophy jets in each of the 30 new delivery systems. 
Orientation. Brenda reported on the Dental Hygiene Orientation. Department and faculty do a lot of advising with the students. Important questions that are asked of the students include why they’re interested in dental hygiene. Each student speaks with an advisor. Points are not based on the advising session; rather, cumulative GPA, science GPA, HESI tests, course completion, etc. 
Dental Hygiene Bachelor of Applied Science. Brenda reported that there is a group working on the BAS degree. There’s a lot of work still to be done to prepare for the approval process which goes all the way up to the State of Washington level. Some funding for faculty work time has come from Perkins Funding. President Knight, who sat in on this committee meeting, said that it can be a long process of approval because the faculty will be paid differently, the faculty contract will need to be bargained, and tuition will be higher. 
Work Plan
After looking through the work plan, the committee agreed that the work plan is up to date. The committee will look at the work plan at the next meeting and will also look to the future for the 2013-14 academic year. 

Election of new chair and vice chair.

Dedra Daehn opened the floor to nominations. Ann Gilbert and Michelle Vincent were nominated for the committee chair position. After a vote, Michelle Vincent was elected chair. Kramer Regan was nominated and voted in as vice chair.
