ARTICLE I

Committee Operation

Section 1

Meetings will be held at a time and date specified by the committee.

Section 2
At least two meetings will be held each school year with a quorum present. The exact number of meetings will be determined by the annual program of work (work plan). 
Section 3

Section 4

ARTICLE IV
