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Ms. Diane Buelt, Committee Chair, called the meeting to order at 6:08 PM.  
Review of the Minutes of the Previous Meeting:

A motion was made to approve the minutes as written.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

Advisory Committee Business:

Ms. Dedra Daehn announced that the college just received notice that over $1.88 million was received as Worker Retraining funds for high demand programs.  Planning and Effectiveness Department issued the CTE follow-up survey for 2010-2011.  Ms. Daehn explained how to access this report for the Medical Radiography program.  

Work Plan:

Ms. Daehn said she would like to go through the current Work Plan and review items that need to be carried over or new items for the 2012-2013 Work Plan.  Director Ortiz said she has a survey that ties into the Work Plan item, which is to evaluate criteria used in the selection process.  Director Ortiz said from the student side, they are doing well.  Committee wanted a short survey for the employers.  She said they sent eight or nine surveys out and received five answers back.  She said 80% of the employers said employees are well prepared.  So, at this point, goal one on the work plan is completed.  
Dean Bowers said now that the survey has been done, does that mean MRAD is finished with this survey.  Now that we have the information, what are we doing with it?  We will be reviewing the data more thoroughly on the Work Plan 2012-2013.  Three credits were added to the spring clinical course.  They revised the summer courses to reduce from ten to eight weeks and those changes were all approved.  They also revised the Mission and Vision Statements.  The Mission Statement will carry to the next Work Plan.  

It was determined that a separate clinical course for patient care competencies was not necessary.
Lambda Nu:

Instructor Jennifer King stated that this is the National Honor Society for Radiography students and four from this co-hort have been inducted into the National Chapter.  
Spring Skills Course:

Debra asked the Committee to approve a spring skills lab class for second year spring as an opportunity to work with special projects which requires 20 lab hours.  This helps make up for the loss of 32 clinical hours.  Jenny King also discussed advantages of the additional skills lab with opportunities for critical thinking and reinforcement of prior radiographic positioning courses.  The second year student Loyal Betschart also agreed that this was worthwhile.  A motion was made to add the skills class for the second year spring quarter.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.  
New Equipment:

Director Ortiz discussed what new equipment would be beneficial.  Direct capture (DR) which costs approximately $67,000 can be used for the positioning courses.  Benefits include: many clinics and hospitals have direct capture so that students will get exposure to this equipment in the lab before going to clinical.  C-Arm was recommended but the cost of a new C-Arm is 100,000 to 150,000 new and less if used.  All the members agreed to the C-Arm.  Some of the members also said mobile machines would be useful and also proposed converting the third room with DR and a Ceiling Mounted tube.  There was some question about the value of purchasing DR technology, since there is minimal operational difference using this technology and the cost/benefit may not be worth it.
The following list is a list of equipment by priority.

C-Arm

Mobile

DR with ceiling mounted tube in 3rd room (patient care room)
Pediatric phantom
A motion was made to have these four equipment items on the needs list.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.  

Clinical Site Update:

Director Ortiz said they were working on adding clinical sites.  There are clinical site placements for 18 students now and she is hoping to be able to accept 20 students in the future.  She said she checked quite a few sites.  Members gave some additional suggestions of Tuality, Skyline, and Providence.
Advice to Students Waiting to Get into the Program:

The question was asked, if applicants who don’t get in or are waiting to apply; what is the advice these student need to help them later.  Should they take Phlebotomy, Nursing Assistant or Medical Assistant and possibly get some patient care skills doing these jobs?  
Ms. Buelt and the members said anything in the health care realm would be a big advantage.  Director Ortiz said the item on advising students waiting to get into the program could be a Work Plan item.

Work Plan 2012-2013:

Director Ortiz listed possible items for the Work Plan for next year.

Employer Survey – review results of data
Adding Clinical Sites

Accreditation - where are we and what can the advisory committee do to help?  JRCERT and what are we doing to get there?

Examine options for students waiting to get into the program.

Dean Bowers congratulated Instructor Jenny King for being awarded Tenure at Clark College.
