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Advising

Survey Results:

Online Offerings:

Professor Shults said she is working on these and doing them alongside face to face and rolling them out one by one.  She said some students brought up the schedule for summer that are basically totally on line and she said the students were very concerned by that and she was also shared their concerns.
Professor Shults reviewed some of the students’ feedback on the program with the advisory committee.  She asked the committee members what they thought about the program moving away from the hybrid course. The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.
