Jason Crone called the meeting to order at 9:00 AM and led the discussion. 
Toyota T-TEN:

Jason thanked the members for their participation in the T-TEN program at Clark.  He said this new program will need the college and dealers to work together in a partnership to a success.

NATEF mid cycle review
Jason talked about how NATEF certifies automotive programs in a similar manner as to how ASE certifies automotive technicians. Jason then discussed the standards and showed the members the binders that Clark College has assembled as documentation of meeting the standards. Jason then gave the floor to Mike Godson who explained the mid cycle review possess in further detail outlining the work that has been completed and asking the members to review and approve the standards. The committee was happy with the work being performed by the college and agreed unanimously to approve the work and five members moved forward to ratify the rated standards.
