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The meeting was called to order by Mr. Larry Stanks, Vice Chair, at 5:35 PM with introductions.  

Approval of the Minutes from Previous Meeting:

After reviewing the minutes, a motion was made to approve the minutes as written.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

Patrick said that the students in the evening classes have been facilitated and they will finish this quarter.  There will no longer be any evening classes.

Patrick also announced that the fee increases have been approved and were implemented this quarter.  He said that he has not heard any complaints from the students on the increases.  

Advisory Business:
Ms. Dedra Daehn talked about the updated Advisory Handbook and the revisions that have gone into this issue.  Ms. Daehn also said she is planning to have new member orientation ahead of each advisory meeting so the new members will receive some information on the advisory committee process.  
Work Plan:

Ms. Daehn said the 2010-2011 Work Plan will need to be updated.  She also added that the program outcomes and the three to five year equipment plan were a couple of items that other committees have added to their work plans.  She also said adding new committee members could be another item for the Welding Advisory Work Plan.

Mr. Johnson said he would like to see more fabrication training for the students in addition to them learning the welding skills.

Industry Partnerships:

Patrick said he wanted to develop a partnership with industry organizations so that the students have a good chance of getting hired and also giving the community an opportunity to employ students with the right qualifications to fit their needs.  Ms. Daehn said she will work with Patrick in re-wording the partnership item for the work plan.  A motion was made to approve Dedra Daehn rewording the work plan with Patrick and sending out the revised work plan electronically for the members to approve.
Election of Officers:

Nominations were made for Mr. Bob Tafolla to continue as committee chair and for Mr. Larry Stanks to continue as vice chair.  A motion was made to approve the nominations.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

New Business:

Five Year Equipment List:  Patrick distributed the revised list and he said he will need an approval from the committee for each item on the list.  He did, however, remove the last item which is the Belt Grinder, saying he already received that this year.  Patrick explained why he would like the Tube Bender, which costs around $7,000.  He has four items on the list that require advisory approvals.  The other items have already received approval from the committee at last year’s equipment review.  

The four items added to this list are the Purge Chamber Oxygen Sensor, which is a part of the Purge Chamber that was purchased this year and Patrick erroneously left off including the Sensor, which is a part of the Purge Chamber. 

The second item is the wire feeders, third item the tube bender and the fourth item the student tool box and tools.  The committee discussed these items and the final consensus was that the tube bender could be moved down to the last item on the list of priorities.
The items previously approved by the advisory committee were the hydraulic press brake, tool room lockers, planishing hammer, tool room lockers and the slip roll.

A motion was made to accept the equipment list with the changes made by the committee.  
Program Open Entry:

The agenda item, Program Open Entry, was tabled to the next meeting which will be changing the requirements of the entry into the welding program.  Patrick would like to make a change so that students can enter the program at any quarter.  He said this will take years to implement this change.  
Next Meeting:

Date was not assigned as Patrick said the date will be decided dependent on when he gets more information together for the program change.  

The meeting adjourned at 7:00 PM.
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
