
Potential Misconduct is 
observed and someone 

makes a conduct referral. 

Anyone can report

You (student) receives an 
email or phone call inviting 
you to schedule a meeting 

with a conduct officer to 
discuss the referral.

You (student) receives official notice via email and 
USPS mail with date, time, location of meeting

If you missed a meeting and did 
not attempt to reschedule prior to 

the meeting, then a decision will be 
made without your input. 

Student conduct office will place a  
hold on your account and you will  
have additional action to complete 

outcomes or sanctions. 

If you do not complete your outcomes,  
a hold remains on your account.

Student Conduct office receives referral 
and determines how to resolve; 

through informal 
meeting (typical).

through formal 
hearing.

You will receive an official letter that explains the outcome of the case  
and what steps you may need to take (referred to as sanctions or outcomes).

Student conduct officer 
will confirm receipt of your 
outcomes or sanctions and 

your case will be closed.

If you complete the outcomes,  
your case is closed.
