How to find the Tutor’s Answer to Your eQuestion

Once a tutor has answered your question, you will get an automated email letting you know.

Step 1 - Log back into eTutoring and again click on eQuestions. You will see a listing of all

guestions you have asked.

Step 2 - Click on the TOPIC of your eQuestion. You will then see a summary of your question

and the tutor’s reply.
