Do you have a new or older camera you really don’t understand? This hands-on class

helps you take more compelling images by learning when, why and how to use different
camera settings, compose great shots, and think creatively behind the lens. Through in-
class exercises, photo walkabouts, weekly assignments and projected critiques, you'll
gain confidence and new skills in a fun, supportive environment so YOU make the
photograph, NOT the camera’s algorithm. Bring camera gear and owner’s manual, 3-ring
binder, pen or pencil, and Tripod if available, to all classes. This class is perfect for
beginners. (Not a Photoshop class.)

Outcome #2: You will learn through example and demonstration the basic principles of photography,
composition and the art of meaningful seeing.
