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Tidewater Barge bids on 
multi-million dollar trash 
hauling contract 
Tidewater Barge of Vancouver is in 
the running for a lucrative 10-year 
contract to haul trash from the 
Portland area to an eastern Oregon 
landfill. Worth $125 million to $150 
million, the trash hauling decision 
by Oregon agency Metro will place 
increased weight on environmental 
and social issues, and less weight 
on cost. As a result, Tidewater 
Barge's low emissions proposal 
may have an edge over seven 
competitors for the contract, which 
would all move the trash by truck. 
Metro and other public agencies 
will review all eight trash hauling 
plans, and likely release a ranking 
in June in advance of an August 
decision, said Karen Kane, Metro 
spokeswoman. Read more in 
Saturday's Columbian.
